Catholic Bishops Lay Down the Law on Feeding Tubes 
On November 17, 2009, with little fanfare, the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops issued a directive for Catholic 

health care that could bring distress and grief to hundreds of thousands of American families each year. Compassion & Choices 

wants you to know how this limits your healthcare choices. 

ñThis wonôt affect my family,ò you may say to yourself. ñWe arenôt even Catholic.ò 

That doesnôt matter. Approximately 30% of Americans receive healthcare or reside in Catholic institutions, and this edict could 

affect any of them. 

A little known but far reaching aspect of the Churchôs organizational structure requires every hospital, nursing home, assisted 

living center, etc., with a Catholic charter to abide by a set of rules called ñEthical and Religious Directives for Catholic Health 

Care Services.ò The 72 directives itemize exactly how the services you receive will conform to Catholic doctrine, as 

promulgated by the Holy See and enforced by its Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith (formerly known as the Holy 

Office of the Inquisition.) 

The Bishopsô latest change to Directive #58 says everyone who needs a feeding tube to stay alive must have one surgically 

implanted, and must keep it indefinitely. This will apply to anyone in a permanent coma from stroke or trauma, in persistent 

vegetative state or with advanced dementia, having lost the ability to eat along with other sentient activity. It will apply 

irrespective of your religious faith, your stated wishes in an advance directive, or the instructions of your family. 

The Catholic Healthcare Association was quick to point out the new Directive does not apply to patients who are actively 

dying. But those are not the usual recipients of feeding tubes anyway. Rest assured, it applies in all situations where we most 

cherish our own authority to make healthcare decisions. 

Catholic hospitals probably hoped this day would never come. The Bishops put them in a real bind. Ever since Pope Benedict 

XVI (Formerly Joseph Cardinal Ratzinger, Prefect of the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith) articulated this rule during 

the Terri Schiavo fiasco, hospital spokespeople have held tenaciously to a balancing rationale that allowed them to honor a 

personôs stated wishes in these matters. Last month the Bishops pointedly dismissed the ñuntenable positionsò of ñsome 

Catholic ethicistsò and made Benedictôs strict rule official and binding. Now hospitals and nursing homes have no choice but to 

enforce Catholic doctrine universally over patient wishes. 

What had been Directive #58ôs ñpresumptionò in favor of feeding tubes is now an ñobligationò and the language about 

balancing is gone. Pity the poor hospital administrators. As much as they may wish to honor the advance directives of patients 

and the heartfelt decisions of grieving families, the Church just wonôt let them do that anymore. 

I know a lot of readers are incredulous. ñSurely,ò you think, ñno sane church would force hundreds of hospitals to 

systematically trump established principles of patient autonomy and force disruption, adversity and grief on families.ò It seems 

unfeeling, unethical, and hardly good for business. 

Well, think again, for when it comes to settled dogma, this church does not compromise. 

Let me describe a precedent, and a clue to what lies ahead for families: For decades Catholic hospitals have subjected new 

mothers to unnecessary inconvenience, pain and surgical risk to enforce Directive #53, which forbids sterilization. Every doctor 

knows the safest, most convenient time to perform an elective tubal ligation is immediately following delivery of a baby. The 

uterus is high and fallopian tubes readily accessible. Yet women delivering in Catholic centers who request this simple 

operation must recover from delivery, then submit to a second hospitalization, a second anesthetic and surgical risk and the 

pain of a second procedure, at a non-Catholic institution. Not to mention the cost of the second operation, routinely borne 

either by insurers or tax payers ð that is to say, all of us. 

From the Bishopsô perspective, this is a small price to pay to maintain what they call ñthe distinctive Catholic identity of the 

Churchôs éhealth care ministry.ò Central to that ministry is imposition of the Churchôs ñmoral teachingò on all its patients. 

Many of us view Catholic hierarchy as having long ago squandered any moral authority they might once have had. Church 

officials cannot engage in conspiracies to hide crimes of sexual molestation and protect child abusers on one hand, and on the 

other, presume to dictate legitimate healthcare decisions. Certainly they have no authority over decisions as central to personal 

dignity as whether I will accept or reject medical feeding to keep my comatose body alive. The sanctimonious audacity of these 

Bishops simply takes my breath away.  Toni Van Pelt,  Vice President and Director of Public Policy CFI

Somebody asks me, ñHow are you?ò If truly itôs the case, I answer, ñIôm very well, thank you,ò and  for every year I add it makes me all 

the more happy that I can respond that way. Or ñNot too well,ò or ñNot as well as Iôd like.ò 

 

But more and more as time goes on, the more common answer seems to be, ñIôm good.ò Now, I may indeed be ñgood,ò in many particulars 

if not in every aspect of my life, and, besides, have to live aware of the high abstract value I place on being ñgoodò (in other words, have a 

self-hypocrisy alarm). 

 

Nevertheless, I donôt think ñHow are you?ò is really an attempt to find out how I currently feel about my own moral/ethical standing, or to 

have me measure  the balance of the ñgoodò things Iôve done lately against the ñbadò things. 

 

But thatôs how the questionôs answered these all too often perplexing days. 

 

Also sometimes I have ñproblemsò --  devices I own  donôt work, or people or processes plant obstructions  in the path of services or 

compensation Iôm seeking . After all, itôs a technologically complex world we now live in, and a world  of complex social interactions.   

 

However, it seems to be in the interest of many to do away with ñproblemsò not by solving them but just by calling them something else, 

namely ñissues.ò Certainly ñissueò has many meanings (Iôm an ñissueò of my parents, for example), but ñproblemò is not one of them. The 

closest,  most pertinent meaning would be that an issue is  ña matter subject to debateò (between or among two or more points of view) and 

requires only discussion with an attendant (perhaps) striving for a resolution (a winning out of one point of view or a comprise conciliation 

of various elements in the debate) . An ñissueò can contain a ñproblemò (or several problems) and frequently does. For that matter , I would 

be willing to debate the ñissueò whether healthcare is an issue or a problem or an unusual example of a ñconjoined twin,ò that is both issue 

and problem. 

 

But, not to get too wooly, it should be clear that when I call my computer manufacturer  for help with something about it that doesnôt work, 

that Iôm calling with a problem that directs me toward  a solution (a correction)  -- and not toward debate. I have had several exhausting  

verbal wrestling matches with customer service people and ñtechies,ò who refuse to concede that their company or product could indeed 

put ñproblemsò in front of me. It doesnôt drive me quite as crazy as anything Glenn Beck, Rush Limbaugh  or any other loud voice among 

their sadly proliferating ilk might say, but it does make my brain matter rattle and roll. 

 

Another thing that seems to be going on is a disinclination to discriminate between animate and inanimate objects: things, and (much in 

particular) people. That is, quite frequently I hear references (they seem to be increasing) to a person or  persons ñwhich isò or ñwhich areò 

something or other. I was taught at age six or so to make the animate/inanimate distinction. I long ago learned that I donôt have to accept as 

true everything Iôve been taught, but that distinction makes a lot of sense to me and I prefer to retain it. The only point of origin for this 

usage that I can think of (apart from a general trend toward  loss of  ability to make any kind of linguistic and intellectual distinctions) is 

religious.  Thereôs a prominent prayer to ñOur Lord, which art in heaven,ò and since we are ostensibly made in that entityôs image, 

presumably that entity is animate.
