 It means that history, social science and the 

humanities must not become the victims of budget 
cuts.

 We must speak up for and support; symphony 

orchestras, playhouses, poetry slams, eloquent 

writing in every form, physical and performance 

art, and the examination of serious questions. 

 But by far, we must support the growth and 

opportunity for friendship that unifies the people, 

gives us all purpose, and a common foundation.  

Steven Pinker shows the motion of history  is 

toward a homeostasis of lesser violence, (daily 
news not withstanding).  Though our present 

economy seemingly works hard to erode it, trust 

becomes the new currency.   

 Even as the nuclear family looses its centrality, 

new forms of social integration and dependency 

are taking its place.  Ours is a time of many new 

threads of technological and social change coming 

to the fore, each offering differing paths to an 

unknown future; we must find the ones most 

likely to be compatible with a truly human 

existence.

South Florida has two big problems. The first is its remarkably flat 

topography. Half the area that surrounds Miami is less than five feet 

above sea level. Its highest natural elevation, a limestone ridge that 

runs from Palm Beach to just south of the city, averages a scant 12 

feet. With just three feet of sea-level rise, more than a third of 

southern Florida will vanish; at six feet, more than half will be gone; 

if the seas rise 12 feet, South Florida will be little more than an 

isolated archipelago surrounded by abandoned buildings and 
crumbling overpasses. And the waters wonôt just come in from the 

east ï because the region is so flat, rising seas will come in nearly as 

fast from the west too, through the Everglades. 

Even worse, South Florida sits above a vast and porous limestone 

plateau. ñImagine Swiss cheese, and youôll have a pretty good idea 

what the rock under southern Florida looks like,ò says Glenn Landers, 

a senior engineer at the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers. This means 

water moves around easily ï it seeps into yards at high tide, bubbles 

up on golf courses, flows through underground caverns, corrodes 

building foundations from below. ñConventional sea walls and 

barriers are not effective here,ò says Robert Daoust, an ecologist at a 

Dutch firm that specializes in engineering solutions to rising seas.
